
You may think the picture to the right shows the cows eating 

grass in the spring or summer.  But the oak tree in the back-

ground gives it away ï this picture was taken on November 6th!  

The grass in this field was óstockpiledô.  We let it grow, that is, 

we didnôt cut it for hay.  Although you canôt tell from the pic-

ture, itôs easily over a foot tall and very lush.  So we óstoredô the 

grass in the field rather than baling it up.  And even after heavy 

frost and snow, the grass is good for the cows to eat.  This saves 

in a lot of waysðit  saves time, money, and carbon emissions!  

So we are trying to do this as much as we can and are learning 

more each year.  According to some educators, many farms can 

eliminate making hay altogether if they stockpile extensively.  

In our climate, that simply canôt happen.  By January the ice is 

too thick for the cattle to dig through so we will al-

ways have to make hay and haylage, but weôll stock-

pile as much as we can. We hope to some day get 

through December with stockpiled grass! 
 

The Bourbon Red turkeys, seen in the picture to the 

left, turned out to be very pretty birds with comical 

personalities!  We still have some hens left so if youôd 

like a 10-12 pound turkey for Thanksgiving dinner, let 

us know.
